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Lisa Anne Auerbach: Auerbachtoberfest

California-based artist Lisa Anne Auerbach, who has often shown work along side high desert gqueen Andrea Zittel,
exhibits at David Patton Los Angeles for the first time, with a central epithet: "things can only better or things can only
aet worse®, a point made emphatic by the precarious movements of a unicycle. There are two banners in this
exhibition, images of unicycles and Auerbach's trademark woven works - colourful sweater dresses, emblazoned with
slogans and text which reference anything from embattled sex sting senator Larry Craig ("R UDA Ho 277 to the
number of Soldiers Killed in Irag on a certain day. Auerbach liked the idea of combining t-shirt-like slogans, which are
often fleeting and of-the-moment and placing them on sweaters, which have an altogether more permanent, hand-me-
down vibe. The thrust of the idea being that the sweaters will still function as a warm garment some day in the future,
but that the text grounds it on a day or time in history. A particularly shaky one at that.
